Children have wonderful imaginations.  Here are few
examples of what you might see your child doing in the next
year or so.  You can encourage them by playing along with
their imaginative stories and supplying them with a few
props.

Giving teddy a ride on a toy truck

Copying simple cleaning chores ie. Sweeping up, ironing,
